APRIL 18, 2005

The meeting was called to order by Paul Olmstead, Presiding Chair.   Introductions were made and corrections and approval of Meeting Minutes from March 21, 2005.

Others present:  Richard Maneval (ABN President), Jasper MacSlarrow (Mt Baker), Julie Guy and Bev Jacobs (Guide Meridian), Michael Petryni and his brother, students at WWU

NEIGHBORHOOD UPDATES:  

1.  Materials on how to form a neighborhood association are available from the October 2003 ABN Leadership Workshop and are now helping the Guide Meridian and Mt Baker neighborhoods to form their neighborhood associations.

2.  Happy Valley meets only quarterly and next Annual Meeting will be held in the new Fire Hall space.  The association was awarded a Small & Simple grant to plant street trees.

3.  Cornwall:  There was a recent public meeting regarding a proposed cell tower in the fountain district.  The new lighting along Broadway were poorly installed (too many and inappropriate design).  So they have been replaced with better lighting.  The expansion to St Joseph’s Hosp has resulted in increased traffic on Ellis St.

4.  Fairhaven:  Thom Pritchard is the new President of Fairhaven Neighborhood Association

5.  South Hill:  South Hill residents are concerned over the designation of Knox and Highland as a connector area in the Revised Comprehensive Plan draft – there are a number of  families with small children on both of these streets.  This issue was taken to the Planning Commission public hearing on the Comprehensive Plan Transportation element.

6.  Samish:  Tim Wynn is the new President of the Samish Neighborhood Association.  Connolly Creek 200- unit development is being watched by neighbors.  

7.  Roosevelt:  The neighborhood association has elected  new officers for 2005.  Bldg permit has been granted to open a new Neighborhood Resource Center in late May.

8.  Lettered Streets:  Looking at urban village model in their neighborhood that includes 5 to 7-storey buildings.  This is unexpected by the neighbors.

9.  Silver Beach:  Donna Auer is thanked for encouraging the Mayor’s Neighborhood Advisory Commission to focus on their mandate to address the Comprehensive Plan.

10.  Sehome:   The St Joseph’s South Campus site is being assessed for usage.   An analysis of Samish Way is being done for the neighborhood with the help of WWU students. 

11.  Edgemoor:  The association is examining their position as an organization – whether to serve and educative or political function.  There will be an autumn election of the board and officers.

12.  Puget:  The association will post news articles on the ABN website with postcards mailed to all in neighborhood with headlines referring them to website.  Next general membership meeting is April 10. Proposals for development south of Fred Meyers will provide an opportunity to educate members on how to become involved early in the process of community development.

REPORT FROM THE PRESIDENT:

Reading the front page of the web site for Planning and Community Development ( first go to the City web site at www.cob.org).  The draft of the 2005 Revised Comprehensive Plan can be read there as well as the schedule for the Planning Commission.  The Planning Commission is now in the process of considering the Land Use and Transportation elements.  Transportation is sectioned by each neighborhood, so it is a good time to be aware of what is written in the Comp Plan about your neighborhood.  If you have any questions or would like to add your comments to the packet, notify Cheri Moniz, Recording Secretary for the Planning Commission at cmoniz@cob.org.  

SECRETARY/TREASURER’S REPORT: 

The secretary/treasurer recommended the adoption of two motions in order to have the minutes record the passage of the two previous bylaw amendments that were not noted in any minutes.

Motion:  To amend the ABN bylaws Article V, Section 1 by striking “every other month” and inserting “monthly”.   Motion adopted
Motion:  To amend Article IV Officers by substituting:

Article IV.  Officers.

Section 1.  Number of Officers.  There shall be two officers with annual terms to provide continuity of operations, and three officers chosen on a rotating basis to run each meeting.  The annual officers shall be the President and Secretary-Treasurer.  The rotating officers shall be the Chair, the Past Chair and the Recording Secretary.

Section 2.  Duties of Officers.

2.1 President.  The President shall coordinate the activities of the ABN, and shall be the ABN official representative to city, county, state and other organizations.  Only the President or a person designated by the President may make any statements that represent the views or opinion of the ABN.  The President shall preside over any meeting the Chair is unable to attend.

2.2 Secretary-Treasurer.  The Secretary-Treasurer shall (1) maintain the membership list, receive all official correspondence, and maintain the ABN records; (2) perform the duties of the President if the President is unable to do so; (3) act as Parliamentarian at all ABN meetings, and (4) keep an account of any and all monies collected and disbursed by the ABN.

2.3 Chair.  The chair shall work with the immediate past chair to plan the agenda, and shall preside at the meeting.

2.4 Past Chair.  The Past Chair shall be responsible for initiating contact with the chair to plan the agenda for the meeting and send the agenda to the members.

2.5 Recording Secretary.  The Recording Secretary will take minutes of the meeting and send the minutes to the members before the next meeting.  S/he shall also write any thank you notes associated with the meeting.  The secretary of one meeting succeeds to the position of chair for the next meeting.

March  21, 2005

The meeting was called to order by Myron Wlaznak, Presiding Chair.  Introductions were made and the minutes from the February 21, 2005 meeting were approved.

Neighborhood Updates:

Edgemoor Neighborhood Association has elected a new interim President, Niall Hackett, and officers.  

Fairhaven Neighborhood announces a Planning Department Community Planning Meeting on April 6th at 6:30PM at the Fairhaven Middle School.  

York Neighborhood is starting a pilot program that will oblige renters who have been charged with disorderly conduct to  do community service work.  Meetings continue with the Transportation Department regarding the freeway sound wall.  Keith Wilnaur gave an interesting talk to the neighborhood association regarding property tax evaluation.  

Block Grants have been awarded to Sehome, York, and Roosevelt neighborhoods – more detail later.

Guest Presentation:  

Jayson Christopher, Litter Compliance Officer, Public Works works closely with the BPD to address neighborhood complaints of litter, garbage, and junk nuisances.  The program largely targets student living areas.  A citation is given and if the property is not cleaned up, the owner is charged with a misdemeanor.  The City is working on a way that neighborhoods can clean up junk sites and then have the City pick it up.

Report from City Hall:  

Richard Maneval reported that City Hall keeps many concurrent mailing lists for meeting announcements; and the lists tend not to be well coordinated.  Community members who want to be on lists are finding they are on some but not others.  Richard is attempting to coordinate many of these lists.  The Planning Department continues to update its web page.  The City Council calendar for the next year was distributed to all.

Growth Issues:  

A State code has changed that allows manufactured homes in neighborhoods.  This may prove problematic for maintaining neighborhood character.  Bring up the issue of manufactured homes at your next neighborhood association meeting so that ABN can take a position.  Zoning amendments at Barkley Village – mixed use buildings are planned but Planning Dept has stated that Barkley is not an “urban village”.  This raises the issue of placing urban villages in neighborhoods that still have 25-year-old neighborhood plans.

Neighborhood Plans:  

Myron Wlaznak spearheaded a discussion on the importance of revising our Neighborhood Plans as soon as possible, especially those with first priority in receiving “urban village” designations.  ABN should devise a plan to approach City Council and have them prioritize neighborhood plan rewrites – and if possible, provide some kind of funding to do so.  At present, development is happening within the old neighborhood plan format, and these don’t address current neighborhood concerns.   A subcommittee (Tom Scott, Ann Mackee and ?) formed to draft a proposal that will eventually be brought before City Council.     

Other ABN Business:  

The report of the Secretary Treasurer was distributed in Ann McCartney’s absense.  The Official minutes book is almost complete.  The present balance in the ABN account is $90.00.  Receipts are available for those associations that have paid their assessments. Members are reminded to pay ABN membership dues if your neighborhood association has not already done so.   Donna Auer will post her review of the 2005 Revised Comprehensive Plan on the ABN website.

Call to Order: The ABN meeting was called to order at 7:00pm on Monday, December 20, 2004 by ABN President Richard Maneval.  Matt Rose served as recording secretary.

Approval of minutes:

The minutes of the December 20, 2004 meeting were approved.  No corrections.

Neighborhood Reports:

Cornwall Neighborhood an update on how the City apologized and agreed to replace the industrial street lights on the renovated portion of Broadway with an antique style of lighting.  Parkview School is purchasing an adjacent property to increase acreage.  

Columbia Neighborhood is conducting a volunteer effort to create a pool of neighbors that will be able to donate time, money, or skill to the neighborhood.  

Puget Neighborhood next meeting is February 8th at Jones-Moles.   Jim DeGolier from STAR will be speaking about Meth in Whatcom County.

South Neighborhood brought up concerns about potential density issues regarding the Chuckanut Ridge property.  The possible range of units are 800-1530.

Sehome Neighborhood Wants city to force property owners to update their contact information so residents can contact owners directly.  Currently, some problem property owners have provided false information.

York Neighborhood is trying to resolve issues associated with vacant houses, which are being occupied by Homeless individuals.  (Richard gave report)

Silver Beach Neighborhood is concerned the Mayor may have decided to abandon or abolish neighborhood plans.  Louise has not heard of any discussions regarding this issue, and John McGarrity stated he is sure that is not the case.

South Hill Richard gave a summary of an e-mail from Barbara Brandt about David Auer registing as President to serve on the Planning commission.  Of neighbors concerns over an ADA issue, not knowing about the Growth Forum last year.  Barbara’s concern over notice of Work Session of the Planning Commission.  The e-mail will be sent out to all Presidents and ABN Rep.

Roosevelt Neighborhood reported on the process of the Resource Center.

Fairhaven Growth

Thom Prichard read a draft letter to the city from the Fairhaven Neighbors outlining the new challenges facing the neighborhood as a result of rapid growth.   The letter also requested that the City suspend Fairhaven construction incentives and variances until an Urban Village plan could be constructed with input from the surrounding neighborhoods.   

Motion from Ann McCartney:  The ABN urges the city to address the concerns of the Fairhaven Neighborhood regarding rapid growth in Fairhaven.  The ABN supports a moratorium on variances and special incentives until the creation of a Fairhaven Urban Village plan that includes the participation of all neighborhoods in the south end of the city.

On a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.

Treasury Report

Suggested annual “dues” from each neighborhood association of $30.  This amount will cover anticipated expensive over the year.  It was stated that all representatives should ask their respective boards to consider this proposal and let the ABN know.

A number of Neighborhood Associations are past due on last years expenses.  Ann presented a detailed spreadsheet showing calculations and assumptions.  Please pay as soon as possible. 

Ann McCartney moved:  That the Association of Bellingham Neighborhoods use the Whatcom Educational Credit Union  (or U.S. Bank or People’s Bank, whichever will provide an account with no fees) for ABN banking activities and that the President and the Secretary/Treasurer be authorized to transact business with the account.  Motion passed

Short and Long Term Goals

The following goals were discussed and amended (approved additions in italics):

Urban Village Plans
Timely Input


Enforcement of codes.

Neighborhood Plans

Further discussion of the ABN goals will be on the agenda at the next ABN meeting.

Other Business

The ABN members present elected not to have Officer Mark Young speak on Crime Prevention and National Night Out at the next ABN meeting in order to better focus on emerging growth issues.

The ABN meeting was called to order on Monday, December 20, 2004 by Coordinator Richard Maneval.  Ann McCartney served as recording secretary.

Present were ABN members Richard J. Maneval (Roosevelt); Paul Olmstead (South); Tom Demma (Birchwood); Myron Wlaznak (Silverbeach); John Hymas (Happy Valley); David Auer (South Hill); Tom Scott (York); Ann McCartney (Puget); Craig Moore (Edgemoor).

Neighborhood Reports and Updates

Because a quorum was not present at the beginning of the meeting, neighborhood reports and updates were given since no action was required:

Birchwood Neighborhood Association had their quarterly meeting in November with the next meeting planned in January.  The members are very interested in the planning process.

The York Neighborhood will be piloting the Campus Community Coalition-Neighborhood Association First Time Misdemeanor program.  The association meets approximately 10 months out of the year.  One of the committees recently held a progressive dinner.

Roosevelt Association reported on the progress of the Roosevelt Neighborhood Resource Center.  The association has negotiated a $200 a month rent from the Housing Authority for a 1800 square foot house at Moore and Carolina.  They have been having work parties to prepare the house.  The association has invited the ABN to hold a meeting there.

Puget Neighborhood reported on its quarterly meeting held in November and on the development of small neighborhood groupings within the association. 

Approval of minutes

A quorum now being present, the minutes of the November 15, 2004 meeting were approved as corrected.  Corrections:  additions to members present of Kurt Dunbar (Puget) and Matt Rose (Sehome).

Campus Community Coalition

Richard Maneval and Tom Scott reported on the December 7th meeting of the CCC.  They explained the idea of minor offending students being assigned to work off their community service hours with the neighborhood associations. Work with the associations might include:  going to neighborhood association meetings; newsletter writing and distribution; making and putting up association signs and logos; helping with database.  This program will kick off next fall with a pilot project in the York Neighborhood sooner. 

At the present, the program is far from operational however the associations should be thinking ahead of appointing a member to link with the attorney general’s office to provide the oversight of the assigned students.  Five neighborhoods have the most students living in them: Happy Valley, Puget, Roosevelt, Sehome, and York.

Splitting the Secretary/Treasurer Position.

After a brief discussion, David Auer 

moved to postpone the discussion on splitting the secretary/treasurer position into two positions until closer to the next election.  

Motion was seconded and passed.

Short and Long Term Goals

At this point there was no longer a quorum and the sense of the group present was that it was not appropriate to do the goal-setting activity.  Myron Wlaznak brought up his concern that the ABN needs to be taking stands on important issues.  After discussion of how to timely take stands while respecting the need to get approvals from the individual associations, it was the sense of the group that the ABN should be taking stands particularly in the planning areas of:  

Design Guidelines

Timely Input

Neighborhood Plans

Enforcement.  

Each member present agreed to take the suggestion to the individual associations that the associations give approval to the ABN to work on these four areas in the next year.  This will be an agenda item at the next ABN meeting.

Introductions

All present were introduced, agendas and minutes were distributed, a quorum was present.

Agenda Review and Approval of Minutes

Minutes from October 18th were revised to note that Tom Scott had attended the October meeting, then the minutes were approved as revised.

Neighborhood Reports and Updates

The Sehome neighborhood plans to focus on the upcoming landlord responsibility meeting, especially with respect to enforcement of existing ordinances.  The neighborhood is also concerned about WWU encroachment in the Sehome Arboretum with a proposed road.  

The South neighborhood is concerned about the recent purchase of a large piece of property on Chuckanut Drive.  They are also working closely with COB Parks and Recreation personnel on Woodstock and Arroyo Park matters.  

The York neighborhood reported a successful meeting with landlords who resided in Whatcom County but not at addresses of their rental properties in the York neighborhood.  The meeting addressed accountability for problem rentals.

The Happy Valley neighborhood reported concern about the impacts on that neighborhood resulting from the closing of 32nd Street at OFP.  

The Puget and Cornwall Park neighborhoods reported that newsletters had recently been successfully distributed by hand.  

Campus Community Coalition

Lara Welker (WWU) and Steve Kirkland (COB City Attorney’s Office) discussed the CCC and responded to questions about CCC programs and recently awarded grants.  There was discussion of the Neighborhood Community Service Option, through which students charged with MIP violations could perform community service work in neighborhoods.  Lara discussed a proposed meeting with neighborhood representatives to strengthen the WWU/neighborhood relationship.

Urban Growth Area Update

Pat Carman (COB planner) and Troy Holbrook  (County planner) discussed the UGA and the ten Urban Fringe Sub Areas, urging neighborhoods adjacent to these land masses to become involved in meetings relating to growth in those areas. 

Meeting With Development Community

Myron Wlaznak noted that the committee focusing on this meeting believed that the ABN should have a vision in place and agreed upon talking points before a meeting with developers is scheduled.  He asked for input via e-mail from all neighborhoods.      

Coordinator’s Report

Richard Maneval reported that copies of the ABN bylaws were available from him and that many neighborhoods had not paid the most recent agreed upon assessment for ABN incurred expenses.

Election of Officers

Out of 18 qualified and present voters, 16 members voted. Richard Maneval and Ralph Thacker ran for President - Richard was elected by majority vote.  Ann McCartney and Iain Davidson ran for Secretary/Treasures - Ann was elected by majority vote.  They will begin their tenures in January.

Concerns From Guests

There was general discussion regarding several upcoming meetings of neighborhood interest.

Information on proposed ordinance for low-income housing – Chris Comeau, COB Planner, explained the status of the proposed ordinance, which would allow project developers to apply for code waivers to allow greater design flexibility and density bonuses. The revised ordinance proposal includes expanded public notification to 14 days, no restriction to only non-profit applicants, and requirement that the project is for low-income owner occupied units. City Council’s public hearing for this ordinance is Monday, November 15th at 7:pm 

Urban Growth 


Proposal to meet with Developers – Richard Maneval made a motion to ask Jorge Vega to work with a rep of ABN to plan an open meeting with the neighborhoods and the development community.  Discussion included concerns about who would attend, who would rep ABN, when would the meeting be, and the preparedness of ABN.

· Myron Wlaznak moved to refer this to a committee which will report back at the November meeting.

· The second motion was passed – Committee includes: Myron Wlaznak (Chair), Ralph Thacker, and Susan Gardner

ADDITIONS TO THE MINUTES – Definition and Amended Document:

Definition

** Preferential Voting  (rather than “instant run-off”) is the preferred parliamentary term used for a voting system that requires a member to rank all candidates or choices on one ballot.  The most common way to do this is the following:

The voter is permitted (but not required) to rank the candidates in the voter’s preferred order   (for example, if there are three candidates, then the voter ranks the preferred candidate one, the next preferred two, the last preferred three).

The tellers committee first counts all first-place votes for each candidate.  If any candidate receives a majority of the votes cast, the candidate is elected and the election is concluded.  If no candidate has a majority, the candidate with the least number of votes is dropped, and that candidate’s second-place votes are redistributed to the other candidates.  The first-place votes and the redistributed votes are counted for the remaining candidates.  If a majority of votes cast is not attained by a candidate, that candidate is declared elected.  If a majority has not been obtained, the new last-place candidate is dropped, and the votes are again redistributed.  This redistribution again takes the second-place votes of the new last-place candidate and places their second choice—or if the next last-place candidate’s second choice has been eliminated previously, then the third choice.

If two candidates remain and the count is tied, the previous count is used to determine the final result.  The candidate with the most in the previous count is declared the winner.

3.  Election of Officers

3.1 Eligibility

3.1.1 Only designated representatives to the ABN from member neighborhoods shall be eligible to run.

3.2  Nominations

3.2.1 At the October meeting or prior to the November meeting, the representatives who are interested in running for president or secretary/treasurer shall identify themselves.

3.2.2 Nominations shall be made at the November meeting.

3.2.3 Nominations may be made only by designated representatives from member neighborhoods.

3.2.4 Each candidate will have up to five minutes to address the meeting and answer questions from the membership.

3.3 Voting Procedures

3.3.1 Voting shall be by ballot.

3.3.2 Three tellers shall be appointed by the meeting chair to count ballots and report the number of votes cast and the number received by each candidate.

3.3.3 Election shall be by majority vote.  If there is no majority, each candidate will again have up to five minutes to be questioned by the membership, followed by another vote.  If a third ballot is necessary, it shall be by preferential voting.
