RESOLUTION OF JANUARY 25, 2006

Whereas on November 21, 2005 Mayor Asmundson announced “preliminary plans to better inform and involve community members in City growth management issues;” and

Whereas in the announcement Mayor Asmundson declared, “I expect this proposal to address many of the concerns that have been expressed by the public and elected officials during the past year,” and

Whereas the Mayor recommended that $500,000 be included in the City’s 2006 budget for “growth-related issues” and the City Council approved this recommendation, and  

Whereas one of the four focal points in the Mayor’s proposal is, “Facilitating a neighborhood-led process to update neighborhood plans and integrate them into the City Comprehensive plan;” and

Whereas the Association of Bellingham Neighborhoods strongly endorses the Mayor’s proposal; and 
Whereas twelve of the City’s twenty-three Neighborhood Plans have not been updated since 1980; and
Whereas the Association of Bellingham Neighborhoods and its members have long advocated regular updating of our Neighborhood Plans; 

Therefore be it resolved that the Association of Bellingham Neighborhoods declares that:

The Association of Bellingham Neighborhoods is eager to assume the responsibility for representing its member Neighborhood Associations in working with the City Planning and Community Development Department to design a procedure and establish a schedule for updating Bellingham’s Neighborhood Plans and to assist its member Neighborhood Associations in completing the update of their respective Neighborhood Plans; and

In conjunction with City officers, the ABN will work to develop a budget for the Neighborhood plan update effort. It is understood that Neighborhood Plan updates will comprise a  substantial portion of the $500,000 budget established by the Mayor and City Council for growth related issues in 2006; and

Any taskforce or steering committee created to facilitate the proposed neighborhood plan update effort is to include a minimum of three representatives elected by the Association of Bellingham Neighborhoods.
