ROOSEVELT NEIGHBORHOOD ASSOCIATION
BY - LAWS

Article I: Name

The name of the organization, shall be the Roosevelt Neighborhood Association, which is organized under the provisions of the Washington Nonprofits Corporation Act (RCW 24.03) and hereafter referred to as the Association.

Article II: Purpose

To create, and encourage, a platform for which communication and education can be brought to the neighborhood.  To create a platform of civil unity and therefore create a safer neighborhood to live.  To create a vehicle in which to influence our youths in positive ways, giving them the role models and the tools in which they need to live a healthy productive life.  To provide a voice for the interest of the Roosevelt Neighborhood in matters of zoning, regulations, rules and ordinances, which directly or indirectly affect the quality of life.  This association will obtain and disseminate information for the residents of the neighborhood.  It will publish a quarterly newsletter to be distributed to the residents and other residents throughout the state. 
Article III: Membership and Dues

A.
Membership within the Association shall be open to all persons living in, or owning a business within the Roosevelt Neighborhood or living within the sphere of influence of the neighborhood as determined by the board of directors are eligible for membership.

B.
Annual membership dues are voluntary for each household or business.  Upon payment of dues and signing the membership roll one becomes a member.  Dues are set by the Board of Directors and shall be due January 1st of each year.  They will be kept to a minimal to encourage participation.

C.

Every resident of the neighborhood shall be entitled to one vote at
the Annual 
Membership Meeting held in February of each year.

D.
The owner or a representative of a business located within the neighborhood shall be entitled to one vote at the Annual Membership Meeting.

E.
Membership will be terminated upon nonpayment of dues, cease by resignation, or removal for cause. 

Article IV: Membership Meetings

A.
Place of Meeting: The Board of Directors shall hold their monthly, annual or special meetings within the Roosevelt Neighborhood.

B.

Open Meetings: All meetings of the Board are open to all residents of the community.

C. 15% of the members of the Association shall constitute a quorum.
Article V: Board of Directors

A.
The business and affairs of the Association shall be managed by its Board of Directors, here after referred to as the board.  The board shall control and manage according to the direction of the membership.

B.

The board shall be composed of no fewer than nine members.

C.
It shall be a goal of the association to have a broad geographic cross-section of the neighborhood on the board.

D.
Board members shall perform duties applicable to the office as prescribed by the adopted parliamentary authority.

E.

Director’s Positions (Offices).  The Board positions shall be divided as follows:

Immediate Past President (Advisory positions)

Article VI: Duties of Directors

A.
President:  Shall preside at meetings and serve as chief executive, coordinating all activities and programs of the Association.  Liaison to government officials as well as contact person to the community.

B.
Vice-President:  Shall serve in the absence of the President and shall plan and organize the Annual Membership Meeting and Annual Barbecue, serving as program or activity director.  Defining format of the meetings, contacting speakers or entertainers.  Shall be in charge of membership development.  Will work with the Treasurer to maintain list of paid members.

C.
Secretary: Shall maintain a permanent file of all minutes, unfinished business, and records utilized in the business of the Association.  Shall organize clerical services for the Association.  Centralize all records except treasurer’s files.  Shall be responsible for all communications.  Keep an updated file of maps, charts, plans and statistics of the neighborhood.  Is responsible for submitting the annual report to the state of Washington and the annual tax return to the IRS.
D.
Treasurer/Membership Coordinator: Shall maintain accounting and membership records, receive and disburse funds, prepare monthly financial statements and membership numbers.  This is to be presented to the Board of Directors, and shall propose an annual budget to be approved by the Board by November 30th and presented at the Annual Membership Meeting each February.  Shall work with the Vice-President on maintaining a membership list of paid members.

E.
Area Representatives: Are the liaisons for their area and shall organize newsletter distribution in their area.

Article VII: Elections
A.
An election of Board Members or officers shall be held at the Annual Meeting in February of each year.  Anyone wishing to serve on the board must be a resident of the Roosevelt Neighborhood for at least one year, unless the board or membership at the Annual Meeting wishes to amend that requirement.

B.
Nominations can be made at the Monthly Meeting in January, or by mail, phone, or e-mail to the President prior to the Annual Meeting in February.  Nominations may be made from the floor at the Annual Meeting with the consent of the person nominated.

C.
At the Annual Membership Meeting in February, residents, owners or a representative of a business located within the Roosevelt Neighborhood may vote for all officers, as well as one Neighborhood Area Representative.  Neighborhood Area Representatives shall be elected by a vote of the residents of their Neighborhood Area who are present at the February Meeting.

D.
All members shall sign the membership roster before voting on any issue or candidate.

E. 
When a board position becomes vacant between annual meeting elections, 

1. The vacancy will be announced at the next monthly Association meeting.

2. Interested persons will submit a letter of interest to the Association President at least one week prior to the next Board meeting for consideration.

3. The Board will review any letters of interest and present them to the Association membership at the following monthly meeting.

4. A discussion of the membership will take place at that Association meeting and a vote will be taken to elect the new Board member(s).

5. The person elected will serve until the next full Association election.

Article VIII: Corporate Finances
A.
Checks.  The President or Treasurer shall sign all checks, drafts, notes and evidences of indebtedness of the corporation.

Article IX: Committees

A.
Committees, standing or special, shall be appointed by the President from time to time as deemed necessary to carry on the work of the Association.

Article X: Parliamentary Authority

The current edition of the Standard Code of Parliamentary Procedure governs this association in all parliamentary situations that are not provided for in the law or in the charter, bylaws, or adopted rules.
Article XII: Amendment

Amendment of Bylaws.  The Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of members present and voting at any regular meeting of the Association, provided that the amendment as been submitted in writing at the previous monthly or annual meeting.
